Requirements:
I want the wiki program to be able to:

· Be free and open. This means that I can edit the software and modify it if necessary, and distribute the modified software to others. 

· Save files as text. This makes info easier and faster to search; files can be zipped and stored easily; allows me to write files/conduct file operations from scripts.

· Page permissions- this lets me set a page as “locked” so that people can’t freely edit a page. There could be a permission system where people would have to enter an administrative password to make “editions”. 

· ACL- it allows more power than simple page permissions in restrictions, passwords, etc… This should allow me to be more “picky” and precise about who has access to what page.
· Email notification- could come in handy if the page has been up for a while. This would notify the select group of people who have access to that page of any changes.

· WYSIWYG- because it would allow me to type what I want without worrying about special syntax

· Recent changes to monitor activity on the wiki

· PDF, XML, and HTML export

· Preserve catalog structure

· “look spiffy”

· Be accessible to core group

· Give each program its own wiki page with external links, descriptions, etc

· Needs easy import and export of catalog/database/excel sheet

· Enable users to add comments to each page

· Page that manages wiki pages- when each one was last modified, size, etc

· User friendly to uploaders, users, and editors

· Works well with Sharepoint

· Everyone can see, but not everyone can add

· Import and export excel spreadsheets

· Have a search option

It would be awesome if the wiki could include:
· An advanced search option- the capability to find a software based on the year it was made, the company, the type, etc

· “how-to” link 

· Both an alphabetical and topical index of software

I do not need the wiki to be able to:

· Have root access. This mostly benefits when the wiki is on a web host account, but we aren’t going to use a hosted wiki- we are going to download/install the software.
